








MADE WITH MARIMEKEKO: BALL

STEP 1

To make a Christmas ball, get a
big pile of printed fabrics. Use
sturdy fabrics to make a tightly
wrapped ball. Make sure you use
quality thread.

Cut from the fabric at least 25
circular patterns per Christmas
ball. The more print patterns
you use, the more dazzling your
Christmas ball will become.

You can also make the balls in
variety of sizes.

STEP 2

Push a needle and thread
through the centre of the circular
fabric pattern to make a wavy
cone shape. Sew a few stitches to
keep the shape intact. Carry this
out on all your circular patterns.

STEP 3
